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ETERNAL HELL

Luke 16:19-31

INTRO:  Daddy say: “I ain’t studying that!”  Well, not many are studying hell!  What person in Bible gives us most insight on hell?  JESUS! Use “Eternal Hell” Sys. Theo. Note Sheet for Terms:

I. A CONSEQUENCE: God not create man or angel for this!

1) Lucifer & Angels: Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels: Matthew 25:41 

2) Human Race: In Garden: Genesis 2:17; Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: Romans 5:12 (KJV) 

God’s Holy character – Man’s sinful choice!

II. A CONDEMNATION: Not rehabilitate/restoration WRATH!
1. Physically: Luke 16:19-31 READ!


a. torment - And in hell he lift up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom. Luke 16:23 
b. thirst & burning - And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue; for I am tormented in this flame. Luke 16:24 
And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever. Rev. 20:10 
c. no rest - And the smoke of their torment ascendeth up for ever and ever: and they have no rest day nor night, who worship the beast and his image, and whosoever receiveth the mark of his name. Rev.14:11 
2. Mentally: 

a. memory - But Abraham said, Son, remember …Luke 16:25 

b. hopelessness - And beside all this, between us and you there is a great gulf fixed: so that they which would pass from hence to you cannot; neither can they pass to us, that would come from thence. Luke 16:26 

c. frustration & anger –For I have five brethren; that he may testify unto them, lest they also come into this place of torment. Luke 16:28 
And shall cast them into a furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth. Matthew 13:42 
3. Spiritually – 

Separation: Who shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the Lord, and from the glory of his power; 2 Thes. 1:9 & Loved ones: Read Luke 13:28

Jesus for us! - And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? that is to say, My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me? Matthew 27:46 
4. Justly - 

a. Torment – Just Degrees: Woe unto thee, Chorazin! woe unto thee, Bethsaida! for if the mighty works had been done in Tyre and Sidon, which have been done in you, they had a great while ago repented, sitting in sackcloth and ashes. [14] But it shall be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon at the judgment, than for you. Luke 10:13-14 
The men of Nineve shall rise up in the judgment with this generation, and shall condemn it: for they repented at the preaching of Jonas; and, behold, a greater than Jonas is here. Luke 11:32 

But he that knew not, and did commit things worthy of stripes, shall be beaten with few stripes. For unto whomsoever much is given, of him shall be much required: and to whom men have committed much, of him they will ask the more. Luke 12:48 

b. Time – Eternal Hell: And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life eternal. Matthew 25:46 
But he that shall blaspheme against the Holy Ghost hath never forgiveness, but is in danger of eternal damnation: Mark 3:29 
III. A CHOICE: Some passive other active rejection! 

1. And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment: Hebrews 9:27 You choose 2nd death!

2. Then Paul and Barnabas waxed bold, and said, It was necessary that the word of God should first have been spoken to you: but seeing ye put it from you, and judge yourselves unworthy of everlasting life, lo, we turn to the Gentiles. Acts 13:46 
3. He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting life: and he that believeth not the Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him. John 3:36
