"WIN ONE MY WAY"
INTRO: 1 Cor. 12:11  But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man severally as he will. But we are each commanded “do the work of an evangelist 2 Tim. 4:5”  The Holy Spirit gives gifts to each of us differently!  That means that neither our ministry nor our evangelism will look the same. 

I. PETER'S CONFRONTATIONAL APPROACH!

Matthew 16:16 [16] And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God.  Acts 2:14  But Peter, standing up with the eleven, lifted up his voice, and said unto them, Ye men of Judaea, and all ye that dwell at Jerusalem, be this known unto you, and hearken to my words:  

II. PAUL'S INTELLECTUAL APPROACH

Acts 17:2-4 [2] And Paul, as his manner was, went in unto them, and three sabbath days reasoned with them out of the scriptures,  [4] And some of them believed, and consorted with Paul and Silas; and of the devout Greeks a great multitude, and of the chief women not a few.  16-17  Now while Paul waited for them at Athens, his spirit was stirred in him, when he saw the city wholly given to idolatry.  [17] Therefore disputed he in the synagogue with the Jews, and with the devout persons, and in the market daily with them that met with him.  22-23  Then Paul stood in the midst of Mars' hill, and said, Ye men of Athens, I perceive that in all things ye are too superstitious.  [23] For as I passed by, and beheld your devotions, I found an altar with this inscription, TO THE UNKNOWN GOD. Whom therefore ye ignorantly worship, him declare I unto you.  

III. BLIND MAN'S TESTIMONIAL APPROACH
John 9:1-3 And as Jesus passed by, he saw a man which was blind from his birth.  [2] And his disciples asked him, saying, Master, who did sin, this man, or his parents, that he was born blind?  [3] Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest in him.  17  They say unto the blind man again, What sayest thou of him, that he hath opened thine eyes? He said, He is a prophet.  25  He answered and said, Whether he be a sinner or no, I know not: one thing I know, that, whereas I was blind, now I see.  30-33  The man answered and said unto them, Why herein is a marvellous thing, that ye know not from whence he is, and yet he hath opened mine eyes.  [31] Now we know that God heareth not sinners: but if any man be a worshipper of God, and doeth his will, him he heareth.  [32] Since the world began was it not heard that any man opened the eyes of one that was born blind.  [33] If this man were not of God, he could do nothing.  38  And he said, Lord, I believe. And he worshipped him.  

IV. MATTHEW'S INTERPERSONAL APPROACH

Luke 5:27-29 And after these things he went forth, and saw a publican, named Levi, sitting at the receipt of custom: and he said unto him, Follow me.  [28] And he left all, rose up, and followed him.  [29] And Levi made him a great feast in his own house: and there was a great company of publicans and of others that sat down with them.  

V. SAMARITAN WOMAN'S INVITATIONAL APPROACH

John 4:15  The woman saith unto him, Sir, give me this water, that I thirst not, neither come hither to draw.  25-26  The woman saith unto him, I know that Messias cometh, which is called Christ: when he is come, he will tell us all things.  [26] Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am he.  28-30  The woman then left her waterpot, and went her way into the city, and saith to the men,  [29] Come, see a man, which told me all things that ever I did: is not this the Christ?  [30] Then they went out of the city, and came unto him.  39-42  And many of the Samaritans of that city believed on him for the saying of the woman, which testified, He told me all that ever I did.  [40] So when the Samaritans were come unto him, they besought him that he would tarry with them: and he abode there two days.  [41] And many more believed because of his own word;  [42] And said unto the woman, Now we believe, not because of thy saying: for we have heard him ourselves, and know that this is indeed the Christ, the Saviour of the world.  

VI. DORCAS' SERVICE APPROACH

Acts 9:36-42  Now there was at Joppa a certain disciple named Tabitha, which by interpretation is called Dorcas: this woman was full of good works and almsdeeds which she did.  [37] And it came to pass in those days, that she was sick, and died: whom when they had washed, they laid her in an upper chamber.  [38] And forasmuch as Lydda was nigh to Joppa, and the disciples had heard that Peter was there, they sent unto him two men, desiring him that he would not delay to come to them.  [39] Then Peter arose and went with them. When he was come, they brought him into the upper chamber: and all the widows stood by him weeping, and shewing the coats and garments which Dorcas made, while she was with them.  [40] But Peter put them all forth, and kneeled down, and prayed; and turning him to the body said, Tabitha, arise. And she opened her eyes: and when she saw Peter, she sat up.  [41] And he gave her his hand, and lifted her up, and when he had called the saints and widows, presented her alive.  [42] And it was known throughout all Joppa; and many believed in the Lord.
